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Introduction

The past year has seen some structural 

changes within the World Class Performance 

Directorate, the obvious being our 

appointments in the summer of 2007.  

Our immediate attention has been on the  

co-ordinated team preparation for Beijing 

2008, but our prime focus is on strategies 

beyond Beijing. Key to this is developing a 

more integrated performance player pathway 

and longer term performance systems for 

London 2012. These changes were initiated 

from the ‘Winning in Judo’ workshop held in 

April 2007 which were led by Clive Woodward 

and the outcomes also acted as a catalyst for 

a discreet Elite Player Project for one of the 

Podium players. 

As part of UK Sport’s strategy in ensuring 

NGBs have clearly focused on performance 

objectives and effective implementation for 

the London 2012 cycle, Mission 2012 was 

introduced in October 2007. The Mission 2012 

process is a three monthly status check and 

its function is to assist sports in identifying 

priority areas, aligned to a red, amber, green 

and gold colour code, with red identifying 

issues without immediate solutions, amber, 

identifying issues but the NGB is progressing 

solutions, green where performance elements 

are working pretty well and gold where 

practice can be clearly identified as world 

class. Judo at present has been acknowledged 

in the last 3 Mission 2012 updates as being 

a sport which is in transition from an overall 

status of amber. Part of moving the status to 

a green is the implementation of a number 

of initiatives, which are incorporated later in 

the report.

2007 World Championships  

and Olympic Qualification

The highlight of the year was of course the 

success of our players at the 2007 Senior 

World Championships in September in Rio, 

Brazil, with excellent performances from Peter 

Cousins who won a silver medal at -100kgs, a 

bronze medal for Euan Burton at -81kgs plus 

a 5th place for Karina Bryant at +78kgs. These 

results automatically qualified for 3 places for 

the 2008 Beijing Olympics. Other results were 

three 7th places just outside the qualification 

zone from Winston Gordon at -90kgs, Faith 

Pitman at -57kgs and Georgina Singleton at 

-52kgs.

The main emphasis of the Performance 

Programme in the last year has been the focus 

on qualifying additional places for Beijing, 

and a twin track programme was put in place 

for those players who had already qualified a 

place and for those players who still needed 

to qualify. A number of Super World Cups 

and World Cups were then targeted for 

players to ensure the best opportunities 

for qualification. A highlight has been the 

strength of British players Craig Fallon and 

James Millar in the -60kg category, between 

them winning 4 World Cup titles and further 

WC and SWC medals. Further successes came 

in the form of Michelle Rogers -78kgs winning 

the Estonia WC and the Rotterdam SWC, and 

Sarah Clark -63kgs winning the Belarus WC. 

Winston Gordon consolidated the -90kgs spot 

at the 2008 Europeans in Portugal, meaning 

that 7 Olympic places in total were achieved. 

It should be noted that Sally Conway who in 

the previous year had won a Junior World 

silver medal, showed great potential in 

the senior arena, by winning a silver in the 

Rotterdam SWC. She narrowly missed out  

on qualification.

Athlete reviews were conducted in October 

following the World Championships and 

this gave the opportunity to review what 

was working well and what needed to be 

improved over the forthcoming months for 

individual players. From early 2008 the four 

coaches who were working with the Podium 

players were offered fixed term contracts 

into Beijing to ensure that more professional 

performance structures could be put in place, 

as well as providing a more accountable 

system for planning and delivering the 

preparation programmes required for the 

Beijing. 

2007 World Championships and 

Paralympic Qualification

The VI Programme was strengthened with 

Dave Sanders taking on the position of 

Programme Manager, as part of his overall 

work programme. In conjunction with Steve 

Gawthorpe the Head Coach, work has been 

focused on maximising coaching, sport 

science and sports medical support for the 

individual performance players and ensuring 

that full time training programmes were 

being followed effectively. The VI Paralympic 

training programme has been complimented 

wherever appropriate by integrating with 

the Olympic programme. Key highlights have 

been the performances at the 2007 World 

Championships, where Sam Ingram (relatively 

new into the VI programme) won a silver 

medal at -90kgs and Ian Rose demonstrated 

his consistency at the top level by winning a 

bronze medal at -100kgs. At the end of the 

qualifying period both Ben Quilter at -60kgs 

and Darren Harris at -66kgs also secured 

qualification places to ensure a team of four 

for Beijing.

Other World Class Programmes - 

Development

Some focused work with the Development 

players by all those coaches involved 

(including personal and BJA) saw an excellent 

team performance in the U23 European 

Championships in Salzburg, Austria with 

the following players winning medals Tom 

Reed, silver at -81kgs, Faith Pitman bronze at 

-57kgs, Andy Burns, bronze at -100kgs, Sarah 

Addlington, bronze +78kgs and Sally Conway, 

bronze at -78kgs. The U20 team attended a 

number of training camps to expose them to 

different fighting styles in Russia, Japan and 

France. This led to the success of 2 bronze 

medals for Ashley McKenzie -60kg and 

Ashley Flemming +78kg in Prague at the U20 

European Championships.

One of the priorities of the new performance 

directorate has been to set the bar higher 

in terms of criteria for funded Development 

places - numbers were therefore reduced 

from 29 to 19 players, as part of the overall 

review. This resource has been injected back 

into the Performance Programme to start the 

strategies required moving forwards.

Creating the British Judo Performance 

Network for 2012

The World Class Performance Directorate 

has also been preparing a high performance 

strategy for London 2012 , which will see 

a key performance hub site (British Judo 

Performance Institute) being created at 

Dartford and establishing a performance 

network with Home Country Performance 

Centres, Bath as a Performance Research 

and Development Academy and also the 

clubs. The Performance Directorate was 

involved in influencing the direction of the 

Competition Review to ensure domestic 

events are aligned to the international 

calendar. Part of the strategy has been to 

introduce National Squads to develop greater 

numbers of quality players who can help 

provide the performance environment and 

training partners for the funded players. 

Although this year it has only been possible 

to run a skeleton programme, the intention 

is to develop this further as more resources 

are made available. A ranking system which 

incorporates the Home Country events is 

being introduced for both Senior and in 

the future, the U20s. Ongoing consultation 

with the Home Countries - Scotland, Wales, 

Northern Ireland and England, plus quarterly 

meetings with respective coaching staff 

has started to develop a more integrated 

performance strategy at Home Country 

level. Further work is needed to understand 

and fully integrate the Home Country 

Performance and Talent Development 

Programmes. 

The European Youth Olympic Festival 2007 

saw the Home Countries join forces to send 

a strong GB team to Belgrade. This resulted 

in three medals for Great Britain’s judo team 

with Kelly Edwards -48kg and Sam Clark  

-57kg winning bronzes and Rebecca Telfer 

won silver in +70kg.

World Class Start staff were asked to look at 

providing a more focused programme for a 

smaller group of players who were identified 

through a series of assessments, general 

attitude and commitment to training. A 

smaller Talent Squad was created to ensure 

higher quality work could be undertaken in 

more depth by coaching staff. British Judo 

were also successful in gaining more funding 

and resources for additional 12 TASS places, 

which helped give those players in further 

education and higher education opportunities 

to access some basic sport science and sports 

medical support. At the same time a core 

programme has been run for the full World 

Class Start squad and the various bandings. 

The WC Start programme led by Rowena 

Birch has also run a professional development 

programme for personal coaches and 

programme coaches, utilising expertise from 

Performance Impact, to help further develop 

coach’s skills in managing and developing 

young players. 

During the period covered by the report, 

many of our other players have performed 

with distinction at every international level 

of competition from cadet through to senior. 

It is not possible to name them all but we 

recognise and congratulate them on their 

achievements. All results have been published 

on BJA Website and in Matside magazine.

Sport Science and Sports Medical Support

One of the performance support systems 

which have been consolidated over the 

past year has been the development of the 

work of the Judo Science and Sports Medical 

team. Their work has been primarily focused 

in the podium hot spots of Camberley and 

Edinburgh, but has now become more 

interdisciplinary in its approach to ensure 

individual requirements are met. These lead 

practitioners are employed by the English 

Institute of Sport with sport science based 

out of Sheffield and sports medicine and 

strength and conditioning based at Bisham 

Abbey. These posts are funded by British 

Judo through UK Sport as part of the overall 

performance delivery framework in the UK. 

Links with the Scottish Institute of Sport have 

also been created in the past year to ensure 

consistent sport science and sports medicine is 

delivered across the Home Country network. 

Key support services include sports medicine, 

physiotherapy, strength and conditioning, 

performance lifestyle, performance nutrition, 

performance psychology and performance 

analysis. More work is needed to ensure an 

integrated performance support service line 

from Podium down to Talent Development 

levels and the challenge of delivering specific 

education for younger athletes is one which 

needs to be addressed. Management, support 

and coaching staff meetings have taken place 

regularly over the past year.

Partnerships

We have established and consolidated good 

working relationships with UK Sport, the 

British Olympic Association, the Home Country 

Sports Councils and the Home Country 

Institutes of Sport. Their support allows 

us to complete an extensive performance 

programme and to provide access to a wide 

variety of support and other services for our 

performance players. The support of these 

partners is gratefully acknowledged and much 

appreciated.

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The past twelve months has seen continuous 

growth on the previous year’s development 

activities of the Association. 2006/07 saw 

the launch or re-launch of a variety of 

development programmes and partnerships. 

In 2007 / 08 these programmes have 

flourished and gained momentum and 

successes from member level through to club 

and the Association as a whole.

At club level the continued success of the BJA 

Club Recognition Scheme, and Sport England 

Clubmark, has seen a record number of clubs 

achieving these awards over the past twelve 

months. In total 35 clubs achieved the Bronze 

Award, Clacton Judo Club the Silver and three 

clubs achieving the Gold who where:

Dartford Judo Club – Southern Area

Pinewood Judo Club – Southern Area

Samurai Judo Club – Midlands Area

There are over 150 Clubs registered working 

towards Clubmark and through the support 

of the BJA’s Club Development Officers we are 

hoping that more of these clubs succeed in 

achieving the Bronze level in the coming year. 

The work of the Club Development Officers is 

not just in supporting our clubs in achieving 

the Club Recognition Award. They have over 

the year supported our clubs through assisting 

them in producing Club Development Plans, 

accessing education courses for coaches 

and volunteers, seeking funding through 

various sources, dealt with facility issues as 

well as providing links to the County Sport 

Partnership network and Regional Sports 

Councils. Through this diversity of support 

many of our clubs have received targeted 

development funding from key partners, 

accessed educational courses at reduced costs 

and in some cases free of charge, created 

positive and ongoing links with school sport 

partnerships in establishing sustainable links 

with their local schools. Through this support 

and the invaluable work of our volunteer 

coaches and members within the clubs the 

Association has good growth in the number 

of people taking part in our sport. This we 

are aiming to continue through the coming 

years and look towards keeping these new 

members within our sport.  

The Enjoy Judo programme has gone through 

a change over the past 12 months, building 

on the success of the previous years of 

providing a quality experience followed by a 

potential 6 – 12 week programme. The new 

programme now looks towards continuing to 

provide the quality experience but through 

a sustained delivery programme with school 

and educational partnerships. 

DEVELOPMENT
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Development contd.

The programme is on target to be self sustaining with many of the School Development team’s 

meeting this aim already. The programme has expanded over the year also due to demand and 

new ‘business cluster’ opportunities. The present structure is shown below and in 2008/09 we 

are looking to develop new programmes in Sheffield and Medway, Kent.

It is the intention of the programme once classes have been  delivered into schools to create a 

need for that Judo class to remain as either; a before, during or after school activity, with this 

being funded by  the children, County Sport Partnerships, School Sport Partnerships or other 

government funding opportunities.

Over the years, and this, Start Clubs are still having success in receiving funding through the 

Lottery’s Awards for All programme, over £85,000 this year, to assist in not just the purchasing 

of new mats but funding part of their development plans, hiring of new facilities for an initial 

period and providing funding for their members and coaches to attend appropriate educational 

courses. Some of our club’s facility issues are also being supported through the positive 

links with the County Sport Partnerships and School Sport Partnerships in finding new and 

appropriate venues for the sport.

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Through the continued success of the BJA 

in accessing Facility Funding through DCMS 

(Department for Culture, Media and Sport) 

and Sport England, three of our clubs 

identified within the Association’s Facilities 

Strategy have been awarded over £1.4m. 

This funding will provide the opportunity for 

Long Eaton Judo Club to demolish part of 

their existing facility and provide an enlarged 

dojo area with new changing and social 

area. Westcroft Judo Club have funding to 

build a new dojo built as part of an existing 

Sports College sports facility, and Hardy 

Spicer to have their own Dojo within a £2.1m 

Community Football and sports facility. 

During the year the BJA, in partnership with 

the Youth Sport Trust, received funding to 

develop a Young Officials project. Judo was 

one of only nine sports who were successful 

in receiving this funding.  The BJA Young 

Officials project is designed to provide new 

ways for young people aged (16-19 years) in 

England to be engaged in sports officiating. 

The project commenced in September 07 and 

will run until June 08, which is designed to 

engage volunteers and leaders in sport. This 

will revolutionise the age profile of technical 

sports officials and promote rapid growth in 

the competitive sports opportunities available 

to young people throughout England. This is 

all of course against the background of the 

newly established annual UK School Games 

and London 2012.

Since the project was launched there have 

been a total of three courses involving a total 

of 34 people with a further three planned 

until the end of June 08. Once candidates 

have passed the theory exam they will then 

be put forward to their own Area Committees 

offering a continuation of their officiating 

development at regional events.

To support the BJA officiating Pathway there 

have been a series of resources developed 

to support new candidates and tutor 

development, these include: a tutor pack 

containing lots of information regarding the 

officiating awards, and a CD PowerPoint to 

assist the tutor in delivery of all three awards. 

Once candidates have attended the course 

they will receive their own resource pack, cue 

cards, and certification acknowledging the 

award of a BJA Time Keepers Award.

The BJA have secured funding for a further 

second year which will commence from 

September 08 which will focus on the 

development of the Senior Recorder and 

Competition Controller Award, and to create 

a structured pathway for tutor training.

In February 2008 the BJA launched their new 

Club Development Resource Kit designed to 

assist clubs with many aspects of volunteering. 

A total of 712 Development packs were sent 

out to all clubs within England focusing 

on aspects such has Role Descriptions, Club 

Volunteer Action Plan, Volunteer Registration, 

Partner information from Sport England and 

Volunteering England and a resource section 

packed with useful information and  

key contacts.

The Youth Sport Trust and Sport England, with 

the support of Sports Leaders UK, manage the 

programme on behalf of the Department of 

Culture, Media and Sport and the Department 

for Children, Schools and Families.

To assist in the delivery of this 11-19 year old 

volunteer programme the BJA have produced 

a series of volunteer awards to support 

participants and non participants within the 

sport.

All awards will be promoted within schools 

and County Sports Partnerships.

In the latter part of the year the CCPR, the 

alliance of national governing bodies of sport 

and recreation, held its prestigious ‘Sports Club 

of the Year’ awards and amongst  the winners 

of the awards, presented by sports minister 

Gerry Sutcliffe MP and world cup winner Jason 

Leonard, was Windsor Judo Club. 

In association with the Foundation for Sport 

and the Arts (FSA) and runningsports, CCPR 

recognises sports clubs which have made 

an outstanding contribution within their 

community. The six finalists had all shown 

exceptional commitment and dedication 

in providing opportunities to make sport 

inclusive and accessible for all. 

Step into Sport Volunteer Awards

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UK School Games

The UK School Games was staged in Coventry 

over the August Bank Holiday weekend, 2007, 

and saw the inaugural Judo Competition as part 

of this multi-sport event for the most talented 

young people in the country of school age. 

The UK School Games seeks to create an 

inspirational and motivational setting which will 

encourage more young people to take part in 

sport. Responsibility for the development and 

organisation of the UK School Games lies with 

the Youth Sport Trust. 

Six key themes have been created to ensure the 

UK School Games bring about systematic 

change in the way in which competitive 

opportunities are developed for young people 

and that a lasting legacy is created. 

The UK School Games visions are:

• �Ongoing planning and delivery of a UK level 

sports event showcasing talented young sports 

people. 

• �To bring about a step change in the content, 

structure and presentation of competitive 

sporting opportunities for young people. 

• �Use the event itself, and themed branding of 

local and regional competitions, to raise the 

profile of school age competitions and the 

young people taking part, to promote the 

work undertaken in each nation to improve 

P.E. and school sport. 

• �Integrate Olympic and Paralympic themes into 

the UK School Games by ensuring that the 

Olympic and Paralympic values are promoted 

through volunteer training, opening and 

closing ceremonies and an athlete village. 

• �Create opportunities for young people to 

become engaged in volunteering at major 

sports events both as technical officials and 

event volunteers. 

• �Ensure the event advocates and demonstrates 

the highest level of child protection and 

welfare systems. 

The Judo Competition comprised of teams from 

all four Home Countries with the majority of 

players either involved in the World Class Start 

programme or their respective Home Country 

Performance Programmes.

Competition Review

The Competition Review has now gathered 

momentum and progress is being made.

There are two main themes to the Review,

1. Performance.

2. Hosting quality competitions.

The main objective for the review is to ensure 

tournaments are run in:

• the right manner, 

• for the right players,

• at the right time of a players development. 

• At the right time of the year.

It is crucial that the BJA in line with the Long 

Term Player Development Principals puts in 

place realistic and clear pathways for players 

to be able to fulfil their potential in a safe 

environment and structured process of which 

the UK School Games plays a major role.

A major task from the Review is to update the 

Tournament Handbook. This will go out to 

consultation in 2008.

During 2007/2008 the National Competition 

Framework Level One Template was  

approved and implemented for grass  

roots competitions, in 2008/2009 it is hoped  

to implement Level Two and up to Level  

Five Templates to improve the quality of  

our events.

Regional Technical Officer Appointments

During the year the BJA was successful in 

receiving funding through the Sport England 

Club and Coach Fund to appoint six Regional 

Technical Officers (RTOs). The funding award 

was received regionally from six of the Sport 

England Regional Sports Boards. The 

appointments made are:

The three key areas of the RTO’s work is:

To provide mat based support and guidance 

to our existing and future coaches in the areas 

of the new Technical Grading Syllabus, UKCC 

and direction of the emerging skills base for 

our world Class start and performance 

programmes.

Their role will be to work with coaches, their 

players and assisting players who are looking 

to start on the coaching ladder. This is the first 

time the BJA has been in a position to provide 

full time mat based support to any of our 

programmes and the appointment of the RTO 

will enable the emerging programmes from 

our ‘Technical Renaissance’ and World Class 

Programme to be delivered effectively and 

within our coaches’ own environments.

National Director of Examiners

In the latter part of the year Dave Horton 

Jones was appointed as full time National 

Director of Examiners. His role will be pivotal 

to the success of the Technical Grading 

programme.

Club Development Officer  

and PESSCL Co-ordinator

Daniel Griffin started in the above role in 

January and will drive the PESSCL programme 

forward.  
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In many respects, this year was the most 

rewarding for me to date as we finally gained 

UKCC Endorsement at both Level 1 and Level 

2. The submission of the Level 3 application 

has also become a short-term reality rather 

than a long-term goal. In doing this, the 

BJA has become an approved centre for the 

delivery of 1st4sport qualifications and the 

L1 and L2 Certificates in Coaching Judo have 

been accredited to the National Qualifications 

Framework (NQF) making them qualifications 

in their own right.

The journey to endorsement in this last year 

began in May 2007 when we piloted for 

the very first time the new UKCC Level 2 

programme as submitted to sportscoachUK 

for endorsement. The course had taken a long 

time to put together but had evolved greatly 

from our old two-day Club Coach award into 

the totally new five-day programme. Each 

contact day was now broken down into four 

modules with time also allocated to off-course 

study and Coaching practice.

The venue in this instance was the Royston 

Leisure Centre in Hertfordshire and I am very 

grateful to Eastern Area Technical Director 

Dave Southby for allowing us to ‘highjack’ 

his planned course to perform the pilot. Dave 

brought together for us an interesting group 

of candidates, many of whom were already 

BJA Coach Award holders and experienced 

Coaches of varying degrees in their own 

right, all were keen however to experience 

the new UKCC programme. The course ran 

using a new range of resources, including a 

pre-course preparation pack, various books, 

candidate support packs and DVD’s but more 

importantly the initial draft of the 1st4sport 

Candidate pack. The 1st4sport Candidate 

pack is important because it is the pack that 

evidences the tasks that will allow candidates 

to achieve the Certificate in Coaching Judo 

that is accredited to the NQF and underpins 

the UKCC itself. 1st4sport added pressure 

to the tutor team, the day before the pilot 

course I was informed that one of their 

external verifiers would be attending to 

monitor the delivery. I am pleased to be able 

to say that he subsequently reported that 

he was more than happy with what he had 

observed.

We did identify from this pilot course some 

minor points that were later amended. 

Following the original Level 2 Pilot, we were 

awarded 1st4sports Approved Centre status. 

This was glossed over at the last Technical 

congress but I cannot emphasise enough how 

important this is for us. The UKCC is based 

upon a nationally recognised qualification, (in 

our case the Level “x” Certificate in Coaching 

Judo). For those of you who were involved 

in the attempted NVQ rollout, think of it as 

an NVQ without a lot of the hassle. However, 

this is not an NVQ but a VRQ or ‘Vocationally 

Related Qualification’.  The fact that the 

awards are accredited to the NQF will enable 

candidates to access grant funding towards 

course costs.

With the qualification secured and the UKCC 

Endorsement submission progressing well 

we decided to go ahead with further pilot 

courses at both Level 1 & 2. A Level 1 Pilot 

Course was held at SKK Judo Club and went 

very well indeed and I must congratulate Tony 

Penfold, Dermot Heslop and Kerry Manfredi 

for their contribution. The Level 1 programme 

consists of a Friday evening induction, which 

is intended as a soft start before an intense 

weekend of face-to-face delivery, candidates 

then return to their clubs for mentored 

practice and are given time to complete 

their evidence portfolios ahead of their final 

assessment. It is important to recognise that 

fully trained assessors that were not involved 

in the tutoring process conduct all final 

assessments – this adds quality assurance to 

the award at whatever level. 

The final Level 2 Pilot was held in Cardiff 

and allowed us to also begin our Workforce 

Development programme as the bulk of the 

delivery was led by Tony Higgins and Richard 

Jones who had observed the only previous 

pilot course, Dermot Heslop and myself were 

on hand to support where necessary but it 

was fantastic to see the confident manner 

in which the two Welsh tutors delivered the 

required material to the candidates. Feedback 

from all of the pilot courses has been very 

positive and I will be eternally grateful to all 

of the candidates whose participation helped 

greatly in the final stages of development.

Level 3 Development was boosted recently 

with the formation of a working group 

who are well on the way to producing the 

necessary documentation for endorsement 

submission – many of the lessons learned from 

the L1/L2 Development and indeed much of 

the systems and policy documents previously 

produced will help greatly as this moves 

forward.

Post endorsement, we held the first two 

real courses. The first was a Level 1 course 

at Kingsley Hall JC and the second a Level 2 

course hosted by Harlow JC. Many thanks to 

Kevin Cleasby and Mick Ellis for providing 

the venues and the running supplies of tea 

and coffee. Feedback from the candidates 

was very encouraging and it was good to see 

many of them enthusiastically reporting their 

experiences on the BJA Forum.

I would like to thank everyone involved in the 

UKCC programmes to date but in particular 

Nicola Burlingham-Hall whose efforts have 

been invaluable in bringing the UKCC product 

to the membership.

In addition, on a personal note I was thrilled 

to be asked to present an overview of the 

UKCC to the EJU Education seminar held 

in Malta last July and proud to graduate 

from the University of Bath FDSc (EJU Level 

4) course in December. Finally Tony Penfold 

this year replaced Peter Gardiner as the 

JudoScotland Coach Education Manager and 

another important addition to our team was 

made in February when Amanda Batt who 

had formally been our scUK Relationship 

Manager joined the BJA as Director of 

Education and Training. I would like to 

welcome them both into the fold and look 

forward to working with them as we roll out 

the UKCC for Judo.

COACHING
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Fighting Films GB World Cup

The GB World Cup took place on 22nd & 23rd 

September 2007 at the NIA, Birmingham 

and as an Olympic qualification event, was 

extremely well attended by both competitors 

and spectators. An astounding 220 male 

competitors took part, which was the second 

highest entry in a Men’s World Cup for this 

year and these competitors represented some 

37 countries. Overall, the event proved to be 

an impressive, talked about tournament on 

the World Cup circuit and leaves the BJA in a 

good position to look at bidding to host other 

major events in the future.   

Next year’s World Cup will be held once  

again in September and will take place at the 

NIA, Birmingham in September 2008.  

VI British Open

The decision was taken not to host a VI 

British Open in 2007/08 due to the VI squad’s 

Olympic training programme. Discussions will 

take place regarding the VI Open’s position 

in the calendar for 2009 after the Olympic 

Games so any updates will be posted on the 

BJA website once known. 

Senior British Open

Due to the scheduling in the calendar, the 

Senior British Open took place on the 3rd & 

4th May for 2008 so a report will follow in the 

next annual report (2008/09).

Junior British Open

There was no Junior Open in 2007/08 as a 

suitable date was not available to coincide 

with the Under 20 Programme.  Therefore for 

2009, we are looking to ensure that this event 

is scheduled in at the beginning of the Under 

20 International programme.  There is also 

discussion taking place with the possibility 

of a Cadet British Open in 2009 – a further 

update will be announced soon. 

National Age Band Championships

The National Age Band Championships took 

place again in 2007 at iceSheffield and was 

another fantastic event.  Carrying on from the 

successful start at this venue, the growth has 

been apparent over the last three years with 

around 600 competitors taking part over the 

two days in October 2007.  Once again, the 

support from the venue, Sheffield Events Unit 

and their staff has enabled this event to grow 

both in size and making it financially viable.  

British Closed (Senior & Junior)

The Senior and Junior Closed events were 

reviewed during the financial year and it was 

decided to revert back to naming them as 

Senior and Under 20 Trials events. The event 

attracted approximately 240 competitors 

on the Saturday in the Junior event, and 

approximately 210 competitors on the Sunday 

in the Senior event.

Finally, I’d like to say a big thank you 

personally to all the volunteers & staff that 

assist with the delivery of national events 

to ensure they are a success. Whatever their 

contribution is, large or small; these events 

wouldn’t run without this help and support.

The Fighting Films GB World Cup for Men  

was held in September and was supported by 

a successful marketing campaign. As well as 

adverts running in Matside magazine, posters 

and leaflets were distributed to all clubs, 

through membership, and in leisure centres 

throughout the West Midlands. In addition 

awareness was built in the vicinity of the NIA 

via City Dressing in Birmingham. This included 

branding on planter boards, road signs, 

pennants along Broad Street, a large  

banner on the side of the NIA, and other 

advertising boards.

The BJA commissioned Fighting Films (who 

were also the main sponsor of the event) to 

film the tournament and provide a high 

quality highlights package. Communications 

secured a one hour slot on Sky Sports for this 

package, which was broadcast over a number 

of days shortly after the event. 

Negotiations with Sky has resulted in them 

keeping on board for the 2008 GB World  

Cup for Men. 

Beijing 2008

Communications has engaged with members 

of the media throughout the year as we build 

towards the 2008 Beijing Olympic Games in 

order to secure coverage. PR activity is 

wide-ranging but includes, and will include in 

the forthcoming months in the lead up to the 

Games, educating non-specialist journalists, 

placing stories and interviews, promoting the 

World Cup tournaments in the Olympic 

qualification season, raising the profile of  

the British players, organising media days,  

and reactively dealing with press enquiries.

London 2012

Many requests continue to come into the 

Association in relation to London 2012 and 

this is likely to continue and build in 

momentum over the forthcoming years. 

Communications is working closely with the 

equivalent departments at partner 

organisations such as UK Sport, Sport 

England, EIS and London 2012 to help build 

the profile of the event and our sport. 

Marketing

Communications manages all BJA marketing 

including the design and production of all 

publications and literature. This includes  

the Annual Report, Long Term Player 

Development brochures, Enjoy Judo and 

School 2 Dojo.

General Media Relations

Throughout the year, other generic PR activity

This is my second report as chairman of the 

Inclusion Commission and it has been an 

incredibly busy year across all areas of the 

Commissions business.

The commission is continuing its development 

of a transparent and seamless approach to 

Mon, Kyu and Dan grades, working closely 

with the Promotions Commission, to enable a 

‘fit for purpose’ system that is inclusive and 

based on ability not disability. A small number 

of junior players together with twelve coaches 

and six officials attended a Junior Technical 

Syllabus Assessment pilot in July. All the 

players were successful.  A Dan Grades scheme 

is currently being piloted and will continue 

into 2008.  The findings of this pilot will be 

considered by the Commission at the end of 

the year. The next stage is to align in the  

most practical way the grading scheme as it 

continues to evolve to a non-competitive 

system.

The Competition calendar has been very busy. 

During this year, individuals and clubs from 

the home countries have attended numerous 

events throughout Great Britain and Europe. 

In October for example, Special Olympics GB 

sent a British Team to the Special Olympics 

World Summer Games in Shanghai China. 

Congratulations were offered to Roy Court 

who was appointed as the Technical Delegate 

for these games, by the Special Olympics 

World International Organisation.

Medals table at this competition was well 

supported by players from the South East, 

South West, Scottish and Welsh regions.

One of the highlights within the calendar was 

the second British Closed Special Needs 

Championships, which was held at the 

Institute of Sport in Cardiff on 14th July 2007. 

The event was attended by over 100 judo 

players representing some 25 clubs across the 

home countries The event was again hailed as 

a success by competitors and spectators alike, 

a credit to all those involved.

All the individuals and clubs that have 

attended events have represented themselves 

both on and off the mat to an extremely high 

standard showing that Great Britain is a 

strong competitive force. All those involved 

have been great ambassadors for the British 

Judo Association. 

Agreement was given by the Board of 

Directors to support the development of a 

Special Needs Great Britain Judo Squad. This is 

a milestone for British Judo and particularly 

inclusive judo. The Commission’s coaching 

workforce in consultation with club coaches 

has been tasked to draft a selection 

framework for squads and teams, and identify 

a number of training days for the selected 

squad. It has been decided that the Special 

Needs Team selected will represent Great 

Britain at the ‘Judo for All’ event in Holland 

regarded as one of the most important and 

well attended special needs tournament in 

Europe. More impotently the creation of a 

Great Britain Team will be of  major 

significance for future European 

Championships where it is likely that entry 

will be taken from EJU national governing 

bodies.

Well I am surprised that in my position as 

Chairman of this Commission I find another 

year has appeared to rush by with what seems 

to be an enormous amount of change taking 

place that will directly affect coaching and 

the coaches of our association. What is most 

pleasing is that many of our coaches are keen 

to get going and they are taking it all in their 

stride and have stated that they just want 

to get on with the job of implementing the 

changes. 

Firstly our new Coach Award Scheme linked 

to the United Kingdom Coaching Certificate 

(UKCC) that replaces our old scheme has 

been introduced and is now up and running 

for Levels 1 & 2 with Level 3 almost there.  

The training of our UKCC Tutors/Assessors/ 

Verifiers is ongoing with a good number of 

staff now trained and quite a number of the 

new courses have been arranged. 

Details on accessing these new training 

pathways and information regarding funding 

are now available on the BJA Website.

Obviously the big question from our existing 

coaches is how this affects them and how/

when will they be assimilated to the UKCC. It 

is very important that all existing registered 

and currently validated BJA Coaches need to 

understand that their Award is perfectly safe 

and will continue to be so as long as they 

continue to meet the current revalidation 

criteria. Assimilation to the UKCC is a complex 

task however an assimilation/orientation 

programme is presently being drawn up that 

will signpost all existing levels of BJA Coach 

Award to what has to be done and by when. 

This programme is planned to be introduced 

early 2009. 

On the Kata front I have to report continued 

interest in all levels of Kata training and 

hopefully this will continue as elements 

of Kata are included in the new Technical 

Grading Syllabi. It is also interesting to note 

that again this year we entered a Team in the 

EJU Kata Championships where the level of 

performance was of quite a high standard 

and although we did not produce a medal 

we did turn out creditable performances. It 

is interesting to note that in the future Kata 

events at world level are being muted with IJF 

Championship in the offing.

The BJA Kata Working Party (KWP) under 

the direction of their Chairman Mick 

Leigh continue to strive to encourage and 

promote Kata and provide excellent and well 

attended Kata Training Courses. Within the 

main framework of the BJA NCC the KWP 

are a specialist unit that provide guidance, 

motivation and enthusiasm on all Kata related 

topics. Furthermore it should be noted that 

KWP Members Mick Leigh, Dennis and Tina 

Penfold are current EJU Kata Judges 

The BJA National Technical Congress 

which took place in September 2007 at 

Loughborough was well attended by coaches 

and again proved to be a great success where 

those in attendance showed a good appetite 

for change and unanimously endorsed a 

proposal for the development of Technical 

Grading Schemes for both Mon and Kyu 

grades. A BJA Technical Work Group was set 

up and they worked tirelessly on this and as 

you are now aware these new schemes are to 

be launched on the 1st April 2008

The introduction of the new Technical 

Grading schemes for both Mon and Kyu 

grades will indeed lead to all coaches 

to having a greater involvement in the 

progression of their players. The introduction 

of this quite radical change will no doubt be 

supported by the introduction of the new BJA 

Regional Technical Officers who indeed will 

compliment the work already being carried 

out by the BJA Area Technical Directors.

The work of the BJA NCC varies from year to 

year however it plays an important role and 

as I have always stated I care passionately 

about Coaches and Coaching as it is my firm 

belief that the Coach forms the very backbone 

of our Association. As such I place every 

endeavour in doing this job and I gratefully 

acknowledge the support that I get from 

my colleagues on the National Coaching 

Commission and the membership at large. My 

sincere thanks goes out to all those who have 

given their unfailing support and who have 

assisted me in my duties this part year.

I would like to thank all members of the 

commission for their continued and valued 

contribution to the BJA. You will see that for 

2008 the commission is made up of Chair, 

NDE and all AdofEs. This is to enable greater 

feedback and contribution from all areas in 

the operational business of the commission.

The appointment in December 2007 of a full 

time National Director of Examiners - Dave 

Horton-Jones, has been of outstanding 

benefit to the commission and although  

Dave had been working for almost two years 

as a voluntary NDE, he now devotes all his 

time, enthusiasm and energy to British Judo 

and we have made great progress in this short 

time already.

For 2008 we decided not to hold a National 

Examiners Conference and instead we ran 

conferences led by Dave Horton-Jones in 

all the areas as to reduce travel costs for 

examiners and enable greater attendance 

and participation. We were able at these 

area conferences to consolidate all the work 

carried out on previous commission projects 

and introduce and gain feedback on future 

projects. This was very successful and it was 

agreed that we would run bi-annual National 

Conferences, with area conferences every 

other year.

Completed Projects

Technical Dan Grade Scheme – Participation 

in this scheme has increased greatly and from 

Jan 2008 the minimum age had been reduced 

from 35 to 20. 

Senior Examiner Assessments – Have 

continued to be used for competitive 

promotions within the Kyu system where 

candidates for a variety of reasons have been 

unable to be graded at mainstream events. 

With the introduction from 1 Apr 08, of a 

Technical scheme, these assessments will 

no longer be required. For Dan Grades, the 

assessment system where there are not the 

number of candidates to support the more 

traditional line-up style of grading has been 

successful, but again with the new technical 

scheme it is anticipated that judoka gaining 

promotion will increase and therefore there 

will be greater numbers at Dan Gradings thus 

negating the need for special assessments. 

Outstanding Performance (OP) review 

continues for our international competitors 

focused on high performance in competition 

that have not been able to undertake any 

grading examinations. However in addition, 

individual contests in Super World Cups, 

World Cups and Olympic, European and 

World Championships are now automatically 

awarded 10 points per win toward the next 

promotion. The OP review will continue for 

coaches, officials and referees.

Masters promotions – It is recognised that at 

certain ages and weights it can be difficult to 

find opponents of the same grade in order to 

gain promotion points, so from Jan 08 all 7 

and 10 point wins against an equal or higher 

grade in any Masters event throughout the 

world will count towards promotion.

Photographic Syllabus Guide – A technical 

guide was produced to act as the standard for 

all grading techniques. This has been one of 

the most successful publications produced by 

the BJA 
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PROMOTIONS COMMISSION contd.

Current Projects

The commission are working on the 

following:-

Finalising a process for reducing the re-

validation period for SE’s from five years 

to two years, where SE’s rather than re-

qualifying just by carrying out gradings will 

be given continued training and support 

through National and Area conferences 

that have to be attended once every two 

years. There will still be a practical element 

to the re-validation process. Area Examiners 

are to be given greater authority with the 

introduction later in 2008 of a Technical Dan 

Grade Assessor award for 1st Dans and above.

Licensing – All training courses and seminars 

will be licensed in a similar way to the process 

used for competitions and coach education. 

It is proposed that all Technical gradings 

involving more than three clubs will also  

have to be licensed as will all competitive  

Dan gradings.

High Grade Awards

In addition to all the other promotion 

processes, the commission on a regular 

basis review, following a set protocol, the 

promotion status of every single Dan Grade of 

5th Dan and above, making recommendations 

to the Board of Directors for final approval.

Many Judoka have been promoted in this 

season and are to be congratulated for 

their outstanding contribution to Judo, in 

particular these are

9th Dan Dave Starbrook 

7th Dan Terry Watt 

7th Dan Nicola Fairbrother

Technical Mon and Kyu Grading Scheme

For most of this reporting period, the 

commission have been heavily focused on 

the preparation of a Technical Grading 

scheme. Many methods of examination were 

considered and also the level of coaches 

and examiners authorised to grade. We 

decided that rather then involve a lengthy 

assimilation process of qualifying coaches/

examiners before introducing the scheme; 

we would implement an up-skilling system, 

allowing authorized officials to grade 

Judoka immediately, whilst continuing to 

increase their technical knowledge. Most 

importantly was the creation of a new and 

robust syllabus and recognizing the greater 

inter action with coaches. Also setting a 

National benchmark of both classic waza 

and performance applications whilst having 

a facility for candidates and coaches to have 

some personal choice in the waza to be 

examined. A structured randori element was 

built into the system, whilst also relying on 

coaches to implement their own competition 

programmes for their Judoka, whether that is 

at club level or all the way to National events.

The introduction in April 08 of the new 

Technical schemes was swift and positive, 

we needed to change as we were falling 

behind the standard of other countries, we 

also wanted to increase membership and 

retention. Please support these new schemes, 

communication and implementation will be 

difficult and although the changes may be 

unsettling I am sure if we all work together 

we can contribute to the long term future 

and success of British Judo. The schemes 

may not be the final version and there will 

be a formal review at the end of 2008 your 

feedback will be vital.

I am looking forward to this exciting and 

challenging time and reporting back to you 

next year.

The National Masters Squad has consisted as 

usual of the medallists from the Trials in Sept, 

together World and European Champions.

We were able to send a team of men to 

Lithuania for the European Teams. Next year 

in Prague is likely to be an improvement with 

individual championships on one day and the 

teams on another.	

Stuttgart saw the European Championships in 

November with the usual strong entry from 

the home countries.  The EJU have begun to 

take over the running of the event and held 

a conference to explain their thoughts. Key 

points that emerged were:

(a) �Wider participation from more nations was 

to be sought.

(b) �Total numbers were to be limited.

(c) �An upper age limit of 65 was proposed for 

participants (Osteoporosis was given as the 

reason).

It is not yet clear if these and other 

regulations are yet in force.  Many 

participants are now registering on the 

JUMAS system (fee approx £15) which makes 

registration at future events in Europe 

much simpler.  The BJA will support any 

such registrations but cannot fund them for 

individuals.

The World Masters (Brussels in June) remains 

a separate organisation from EJU there 

seems no will to interfere with the present 

arrangements.

We have devised a licence sticker so that any 

Masters player can immediately show that 

they are bona fide.  When reviewing your 

licence request that the sticker is added to 

it, then you will need no other authorisation 

from the BJA to validate entry to events 

outside Europe where JUMAS does  

not operate.

All four Home Counties were represented in 

Mauritius in January at the Commonwealth 

Championships.  The event was fought 

between 11 Nations and produced much  

good judo.

Good new for those Master players trying 

to advance their Dan grade in overseas 

competitions. The promotions Commission 

have agreed to consider points earned in 

competition with EJU registered players of the 

same or higher grades.  Make sure you get a 

copy of the contest sheets.

I would like to take the opportunity to thank 

all members of the Technical Commission for 

their continued outstanding contribution 

throughout the year towards the commission 

meetings and particularly their year round 

officiating roles at major events.

Over the last twelve months the newly 

formed Technical Commission have enjoyed 

a number of successes in the development 

of officiating. The commission first met back 

in October 07 and quickly established a 

series of key development priority areas for 

development.

With Technical Officials now taking a more 

prominent role within the national sporting 

framework the technical commission have 

been able to link with various national 

programmes.

The Commission has been active in the 

following areas:

Tournament Handbook

The existing BJA Tournament Handbook 

as now been updated and shared with all 

commission members. The handbook now 

supports the new competition framework 

which will roll out nationally and regionally 

over the next few years.

Youth Sport Trust Project  

(Young Officials Development)

In September 07 the BJA were successful in 

accessing funding through the Youth Sport 

Trust to recruit younger officials. The Young 

Officials Project is designed to provide new 

ways for young people aged (16-19 years) in 

England to be engaged in sports officiating. 

The project commenced in September 07 

and will run to June 08, which is designed to 

engage volunteers and leaders in sport. This 

will revolutionise the age profile of technical 

sports officials and promote rapid growth in 

the competitive sports opportunities available 

to young people throughout England.

I would like to acknowledge the clubs and 

people involved in the delivery of all Time 

Keepers Courses over the past 6 months.

Development of Resources

To support the BJA Pathway for Officials 

the commission have developed a series 

of resources developed to support new 

candidates and tutor development,  

these include:

• �BJA Officiating Tutor Pack - to assist all 

tutors nationally to deliver a uniformed 

approach to the delivery of courses. The 

pack contains all three officiating awards 

and a PowerPoint CD to help in the delivery 

of sessions.

• �Cue Cards - designed to help successful 

candidates within the competition arena.

• �Officiating Pathway Leaflet – The leaflet 

is designed to promote the officiating 

pathway and will guide the reader the 

through the process of officiating from time 

keeper to competition controller.

London Development Agency  

(Diversity of Technical Officials Project)

The commission are currently working 

together with the London Development 

Agency (LDA), Coachwise, and 1st 4 Sport 

to develop the existing time keepers’ course 

within the London Region to support the 

2012 Olympic Games. The project will focus 

on diversity issues within the region with a 

special focus on the recruitment and retention 

of volunteers from Black Minority Ethnic 

Groups, Disabilities, and Women and Girls 

sport. With the help of Coachwise the BJA 

are currently undergoing a comprehensive 

mapping of all table officiating courses and 

will look to develop and roll out the project 

nationally.

Finally, I would like to point out that the 

following year will be vital to all officials in 

the form of recruitment and retention of 

volunteers. The commission will continue drive 

forward key areas of development and look to 

form a shared vision for volunteering across all 

other departmental sectors of the BJA.
