On behalf of the University of Sheffield Judo Club, I would like to invite you to our Fifteenth Annual 
International Students Team Tournament, which will be held between the 10

th
 and 12

th
 of February 2012.  As we 

have had teams from Belgium, Germany, Holland and all over the UK in previous years, we hope to attract a wide 
variety of teams again this year.  We are also looking forward to again meeting the teams who have made this 
tournament such a success in previous years, both in the quality of Judo on offer as well as socially! 
 
 

The timing of the competition is intended to coincide with our build-up towards the BUCS Student 
Championships, and we hope that many British university teams will be using our event as part of their 
preparation.  The teams participating in the competition usually represent a wide range of levels, which makes it a 
worthwhile and enjoyable event for everyone.  For many players, it may also be interesting to compete against 
international judoka, which they may not have experienced before. Accommodation is provided at the venue 
which makes the event accessible to those even a long distance from Sheffield. 
 
 

While the level of Judo at this event promises to be enticing in itself, it will also provide the opportunity to 
enjoy our sport on a more social level.  With this in mind, the programme for the weekend will include a host of 
activities to unwind and relax after a hard days competition.  This is an opportunity to make new friendships 
between university clubs and lay the foundations for future competitions and social interaction.  
 
 

Due to the level of organisation needed to make this event a success, I would like to ask you to give us 
an indication of whether you would like to attend as soon as possible, either by telephone, post or email.  There is 
no need to formalise your entry until nearer to the date on the attached form, but knowledge of your intentions will 
be useful while the event is being planned. Payment is preferred in advance, but it may be deferred until the day 
of the competition if essential (please contact beforehand if this is the case).

Tournament Details 
 
Event Date:  11

th
 February 2011. 

 
Venue:  Tapton School, Darwin Lane, Sheffield, South Yorkshire, S10 5RG 
 
Format: The competition will be fought by teams consisting of 4 men and 2 women. The team composition is as 
follows: 
Men: 1 x Under 73kg; 1 x Under 81; 1 x Under 90kg; 1 x Over 90kg. 
Women: 1 x Under 57kg; 1 x Over 57kg. 
Players are given the option to be weighed either on the day or the night before (Friday 10

th
).  

 
Rules: The competition will be fought in pools followed by compound knockout with repecharge (time permitting) 
under IJF and BJA rules.  All contests will be 4 minutes duration for both men and women. 
 
Eligibility:  Universities are allowed to bring as many teams as they wish, as well as reserve competitors. All 
male and female competitors must be students at an internationally recognisable university. There is no grade 
restriction on this event. Reserves may fight in their category, or the one above. All players must hold a valid in-
date licence from a recognised National Governing Body. No Licence, No Competition. 
 
Entry Fee: If possible, please send payment in advance; however exceptions can be made if there is no 
alternative. 
 

Team Fee £75 

Per Person £18 (£20 on the day) 

 
We ask that all team fees are paid in advance, and the individual fees are paid either in advance or on the day 
(for a slightly higher rate). If you are unable to pay the team fee in advance please let me know via email. 
 
The team fee covers the cost for each team to compete. A team may register as many players as desired. 
 
Additionally, a fee of £18/£20 is required for each person (including competitors, reserves, coaches or 
spectators).  The fee includes participation in the competition, food throughout Saturday (including evening meal) 
and breakfast on Sunday, party on Saturday night (includes entry to boat race, and night club entry) and overnight 
accommodation on Friday and Saturday nights. 
 
The ‘per person’ fee is waived for those teams who compete without taking advantage of the social events and 
accommodation.  For those teams attending the social events, the fee is required irrespective of whether the offer 
of accommodation is taken up. 
 
Prizes:  Medals will be awarded to all winners and runners up.  The winning team will have the name of the 
respective university engraved in the tournament trophy. Prizes for best throw will also be awarded. 
 
Entries:  All entries are to be received by 5

th
 February 2011, preferably by post to University of Sheffield Judo 

Club, Union of Students, Western Bank, Sheffield, S10 2TG, England, UNITED KINGDOM. 
 
Cheques should be made payable to ‘Union of Students, Sheffield’. 
 
The Team Manager/Coach will be held responsible for the conduct of his or her competitors on the day.  Any 
misbehaviour will mean the expulsion of the entire club from the event. 
 
The organisers cannot accept any responsibility in respect to the theft, loss or injury, which may occur at this 
event.
